Marshall is famed for its wide streets, which in the residence
gection are shaded with fine old oaks, majestic elms, a variety of
beautiful maples and other species of shade and ornamental trees too
numerous to mention. This, together with the modern and cozy homes
and pretty lawns, gives the visitor an impression not soon to be for-
gotten.

The climate is healthful and this region is famed for its cool and
delightful summers. The rigor of the winter months, the extremities
of 'which are felt more or less in all of the Northen States, is here
tempered by the surrounding waters of the Great Lakes,

The proximity of several small lakes and of the Kalamazoo River
affords fine opportunity for boating and fishing during the summer
geason.

Last but not least is attention called to the splendid Commereial,
Financial and Industrial advantages that are here obtained. Marshall
is proud of having in its midst two of the soundest financial institu-
tions in the State—the First National Bank, founded in 1840, and the
Commereial Savings Bank.
